Crimebeat Funding Criteria

Crimebeat is keen to provide financial support for projects devised and carried out by young people, which are aimed at; 

· Cutting local crime and anti-social behaviour
   and keeping more young people out of trouble
· Supporting victims of crime and anti-social behaviour
· Improving school attendance and behaviour
· Stimulating an interest in voluntary work
· Helping to strengthen local communities
· Improving the quality of life in your local community

Please give a brief explanation in your application of how your project proposal fits one or more of the above. 

Application Guidance For You To Consider

Based on our previous experience of applications, evidence in your application form that you have given attention to the items below will improve your project’s chances of success and ensure you get the best value from your grant!

· What is the problem you are trying to address, why is it important to address the problem, and how will your project address it?

· How does it meet one or more of the Crimebeat criteria?

· How will you know if your project has been successful? In other words, what are the measures by which you will judge success? 

· Have you got sufficient time, numbers of participants, the necessary skills, or the equipment required to carry out the idea successfully? If not, can you easily get them? Or do you need to adapt the idea to make it easier to achieve?

· If you need equipment to carry out the project, is it really necessary to buy the things you need, or have you considered whether they are available to loan or hire? For example have you checked whether your school or youth group already has the things you need? 

· Does the idea require transport, hire of venues, or consumables (including food and beverages for events) and if so, have you considered all the practicalities involved? 

· How have you assessed the costs? 

· Are all potential costs included in your budget calculations?

· How are you going to manage the budget and control the level of expenditure?

What Crimebeat Trustees are looking for:

Preference will be given to projects that:

· Engage a number of people, either as team members or beneficiaries. 

· Are part educational, giving the opportunity for youth involvement in making, organising or doing something positive.
· Have an on-going effect or lasting impact. Thought needs to be given to how the project can create the most benefit for others. You might even consider involving outside businesses or agencies to create something really worthwhile.    

· Under our constitution we CANNOT fund projects that are already funded by statutory bodies.

· We generally DO NOT fund one-off “party” or “festival” type events, where the objective seems to be simply a day of fun, rather than meeting one of our criteria.  But we’re certainly not against fun events as part of an overall project with a more serious underlying purpose.
